 Art II, III and Portfolio is designed to offer advanced you an opportunity to expand on your knowledge of Art and Art History. Through research, experimentation, study, and production of original artworks, you will gain a better understanding of how art reflects and comments on society. In the first semester, the emphasis is on fundamentals of drawing & painting. The second semester will focus on the preparation of a professional portfolio containing variety of art work showing a basic understanding, appreciation and application of elements and principles of art.

Sketch Book: Required and 20% of total grade.  Due at regular intervals

Grading Criteria:

 Project Grades are worth 30%; in Class Participation (Excellent, Positive Good Behavior and attendance) is worth 25%;  Sketch Book: Required, and 25% of total grade.   Exams and tests approximately 20%  Grades will be updated regularly and be cumulative over the semester.  Your Project and Participation Grades will be posted regularly On Line. You MUST have access to Parent Connect; be sure to sign up for LBHS computer access!
