Assignments for First Semester 2010
You must complete a minimum of 14 assignments listed below.  First 7 sketches are due by Friday, October 1st; the second 7 sketches are due Friday, December 10th.
*Sketchbooks count as 25% of your quarter grade!
*Drawings should fill the entire sketchbook page 
(points will be deducted for small drawings.)

 *Use depth (include textures, value, and contour lines unless otherwise specified.)
 YOU MUST LABEL EACH PICTURE ON THE BACK; I WILL NOT EVALUATE A SKETCH THAT LOOKS LIKE IT HAD A MINIMUM OF 1 HOUR WORKTIME. YOU WILL RECEIVE AN OVERALL SCORE FOR YOUR SKETCHBOOK.  IN OTHER WORDS I WILL BE EVALUATING YOUR SKETCHBOOK AS A ‘BODY OF WORK.

1. Draw 2-3 words as the shape of the objects, such as the word apple in the shape of an apple or apples spelling out the word ‘Apple’.  Use the entire space and include a background that is complementary to your design.

2. Keyhole:  What would you see through the keyhole of Stephen King.

3. Draw another classmate using the blind contour method.  Use pencil.  Be sure to show thick and thin lines (that is what contour drawing is).

4. Draw an open bag of snacks, for example, Doritos, Cheeto’s, Popcorn, Crackers, or Granola Mix.

5. Create a drawing of your favorite teacher in cartoon style.  Keep it appropriate and well mannered.  Anything that will be considered insulting or inflammatory could result in an infraction.

6. What is your definition of Speed or Fast Motion? Examples: illustrate a car, motorcycle, or fighter jet. Use color and value with a background.

7. Draw the tools of a specific profession.  I should be able to see the connection of the profession to the tool.  Include which profession it is on the back of the assignment.

8. Future school desk, what would a school desk in the 22nd century look like?

9. Draw reflective objects.  Show the reflections of something within each object.  Are they reflecting each other, you, the surface, or background?  This should be done from observation.  Include Value.

10. Draw something that floats.

11. Draw a view of the school from an airplane.  In other words what would an aerial photograph look like?

12. Pick a location in the school and draw what you see. This is an observation drawing that may include your knowledge of perspective.

13. Draw several studies of your eyes, ears, mouth, and nose.  Fill the page.  

14. Draw a tree in detail, what emotion does this tree have.  If it had human qualities would it be strong, weak, old, wicked, etc…  Use color to express the mood. Draw from observation.

15. Draw bottles and cans, some of the items should be crushed or crumpled.  (6-9 separate objects.  Break the border of your paper.)

16. Draw furniture in your home.  This should be a close-up that includes the texture of the surface and value.  Fill the page so that it goes off the edges.

17. Draw a tattoo for one of your teachers.  What would it say?  (Keep it clean!)

18. Draw a series of an animal in motion.  Study the muscular movement.  For example, a horse running at different stages.
