Purpose:  To provide exploratory activities in the structure and function of the components of the human body and foster
· an understanding of body processes that involve specific biochemical reactions governed by biochemical principles

· an understanding of the process and importance of genetic diversity. 
Course topics include: Anatomical terminology, safe use of scientific methodology, measurement, laboratory and medical apparatus; interactions of technology and society; cells and tissues; human body systems; homeostasis and disease processes (  nutritional, pathogenic and genetic). 
Notes from the instructor: Vocabulary is an important part of this course. The text and additional study materials are designed to enhance learning.  Many activities and quizzes will be “self-graded” and do not “count towards your grade” but will act as instruction guides.  Grades will be calculated by dividing the points earned by the possible points per assignment.  Points will be assessed for tests, quizzes, homeworks, projects, dissections, models and some classwork activities. 

Students are encouraged to read each chapter several times using Reading Strategies for the Content Area.  Students can expect help from the instructor in extracting which information will be tested for each chapter.  State standards will be addressed and FCAT vocabulary and FCAT type questions will be given attention. However, passing the FCAT is only the beginning.  Bring high expectations of yourself.  Attention will also be given to ACT, SAT college readiness skills.  

In general, the curriculum will follow the sequence of the text.  However, current events and student interests may alter that sequence. 
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
