Book Project Rubric
Your book project will consist of 2 parts: a One-page Book Report and a Discussion Group.

One-page Book Report

1.  The first paragraph should introduce the title, author, characters, setting, and 
major conflicts.

2.  The second paragraph should explain the main plot events.

3.  The third paragraph should identify the character with whom you connected, 
explain why you identified with this character, describe the most interesting 
part of the story, and identify the theme.

Book Discussion Group

1. You will be in a randomly chosen group of 3-5 people.

2. Each group member will have one minute to give an overview of his or her book.

3. The group should “chat” about the books, delving into author’s style and purpose, genre, characters, setting, etc.  You will receive a sheet that provides sample questions you may ask one another to keep the chat going.

4. The group will come up with at least one meaningful way in which all of the books are similar.

Grading

The One-page Book Report will be graded on how well you fulfill the requirements for each paragraph, on the quality of your writing, and on how well you provide details about the book in one page.  Since your space is limited, you should choose your words carefully and make every word count. 

The Book Discussion Group earns you an individual grade, not a group grade.  This is a participation grade: how often you ask or answer questions, your contributions toward keeping the chat going, and your exploration of the ways in which the books are similar.
