The meeting was called to order at 7:05PM by Chairman Andy Dodd.  Members and guests signed in.  It was noted that there were a great number of members absent due to the Underclassmen Awards Ceremony.  A quorum was not met so no official meeting could take place.  A group discussion by those present continued.  

Principal Jeffers gave the end of the year report to the group.  He discussed the outcome of the recent “high risk activities”, such as Homecoming Dance, Prom, Grad Night, that had taken place over the past few months.  He was very pleased to inform the group that because of the focus in a positive direction there had been no suspensions.  Assemblies had been held with the students to encourage them to conduct their behavior in an appropriate manner.    
Results of the Florida Writes Test were discussed, as well as the need to focus on college prep.  LBHS Guidance Staff would be encouraging more students to take advantage of Dual Enrollment classes.
Budget cuts were discussed.  Charlotte County Property Tax Trim Notices had not yet been mailed but it was expected that a shortfall of a minimum of  $4,000,000.00 would be seen for the coming year.  Teaching Staff cuts would be eminent.  More data would be available after the next school year begins.
Data was given to the group about the recent “ParentConnect” sign-up and instructing seminar which took place during the 8th Grade Registration Night on April 15th.  The turn out was excellent and the report back from John Weant was that LA Ainger incoming student are set-up to login at a rate of 76%.  Over 100 families stopped by to apply for passwords or obtain information from the SAC volunteers. 

Principal Jeffers provided information on the topic, which had been suggested for exploration at the March meeting, on how students might be provided with a course in basic life skills.  Several courses already offered contain some instruction on the subject but at this time it would not be possible to offer a course on that specific subject.  It has recently become a requirement for four years of math for graduation.  There is a great deal of concern as to how this will be accomplished by the students with lower level academic capabilities.  It may be necessary to divide Algebra into a two year program so that these students will have a greater chance of passing the course.

Chairman Dodd discussed the need to form a group to work on the Student Learning Plan for the 2008-2009 year.  The basics of the plan were described and several members volunteered to start the process.
The first meeting of the new year was set to take place on August 20, 2008.

There were no other reports received and filed.

There was no other new business for this final meeting of the 2007-2008 school year.  The members were dismissed at approximately 7:45PM.
