The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM.  Members and guests signed in.  A motion was made by Jim Harrison to approve the minutes of the November 14, 2007  meeting.  The motion was seconded by Dave Dignam and Cliff Gratz and the minutes were approved by all present.  

Principal Jeffers opened the meeting with discussion of the data in the “No Child Left Behind” Report   He spoke briefly about fact that the demographics had changed from previous years  within the Lemon Bay High School population.  He explained how this had an effect upon the way that courses were taught.  One example was that in prior years there was no need for ESL or “English as a second language” curriculum but an influx of students of other ethnic backgrounds changed that situation.  He pointed out that the date showed that our graduation rate had increased and our drop-out rate had decreased.  The data also showed a very low turn over date in our staff, which could possibly be one explanation for the previous two statistics.  Mr. Jeffers fielded several questions pertaining to teachers obtaining the proper qualification in their specific field.  Lemon Bay teachers have been given the latitude to obtain this certification within a two year period rather than the one year timeframe which is customary in many schools.  Mr. Jeffers explained that this promoted the hiring of quality individuals to teach at Lemon Bay High School.
Manta University was discussed in great length.  Assistant Principal Harvey gave several suggestions for proposed changes to be implemented in future events.  Members were reminded of the upcoming Parents Night for juniors this spring.  Various suggestions were made by others and it was decided that the subject would be re-visited at the January 2008 meeting.

Principal Jeffers briefed the members about the new communication mode called “Parent Link”.  He said that greater diversity and flexibility in communication with parents would be possible with this new system.  Multiple phone numbers would be fed into the database, as well as Email addresses.  The new process will begin implementation January 1, 2008 and will pull some data from existing student records.
There were no other reports received and filed.

There was no other new business.  The next meeting was confirmed to be January 16, 2008 at 7:00PM.  A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Jim Harrison and seconded by Dave Dignam.  At 8:35 PM, with the agreement of all in attendance, the meeting ended.
